Cleaning track — again

Q. I don’t run my trains on a regular basis as [ would like.
When I do get out to the HO layout in my garage, I spend a lot
of time cleaning my track, and then must clean the wheels

on my locos just so I can get them to run. After about 30
minutes of frustration, because my loco stalls constantly, I
usually give up. Cleaning with alcohol seems temporary, and
mineral spirits seem a little better. I do have graphite sticks
but have not used them much because I can never keep my
track clean enough for it to be effective. I sure could use

some advice. Thank you.
—Chuck

A. Getting track clean isn't that difficult. Keeping it clean can
be a horribly frustrating chore. Various track cleaning cars on
the market are real timesavers. A proven approach is to use a
cleaning train consisting of a Masonite slider car [1] to knock

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dust off the rails, a “wet” cleaner like the CMX Clean Machine,
and a Centerline roller car to pick up solvent residue. CMX and
Centerline products are made for several modeling scales.

Keeping a train-room dust-free and minimizing temperature
and humidity swings can also make big difference. Rig up a cover
for alayout in a dirty environment like a garage so it's protected
when not being used.

Treatments to keep track clean are either wet or dry, and which
is best seems to vary with the situation.

1. Masonite sliders do a good job of knocking dust and
oxidation off railheads, but manual touch-up work is often
needed on frogs, switch frogs, rerailers, and at grade cross-
ings. Joe Brugger photo

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Graphite is gaining popularity as an efficient dry treatment -
clean the track with a solvent, wipe it dry, and apply short streaks
of graphite at intervals. Use a washed lint-free cotton cloth or a
commercial track cleaning car to clean the rail. Take care to not
snag switch points and lineside scenery.

Not much graphite is needed, maybe a two-inch streak on each rail
every 20 or 30 feet. Trains will spread the graphite film around.

Art supply stores sell pure graphite pencils for less than $2 each.
One will last a long time, and they are also handy for lubricat-
ing rail car trucks and couplers. Cretacolor and General are two
good brands. Look for pencils with a lacquered core - they won't
shed graphite all over your fingers. 4H is a good hardness to try
first. Graphite pencils do not contain clay or other binders used
in school and carpenter’s pencils.

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People also report good results with No-Ox, an anti-oxidant paste
that is wiped onto the rail with a cloth and then buffed.

Straight-sided cylindrical bottle corks are good cheap tools for
rubbing away black gunk, and won't scratch the rails. Walthers,
Cratex, Micro Engineering, Peco and other companies sell rub-
bery blocks for cleaning rails by hand.

Wet treatments include mineral spirits, Wahl Clipper Oil, CRC
2-26 contact cleaner, and Rail-Zip. The CMX brass tank car
cleaner should be set to a slow drip rate, just enough to keep the
cleaning pad damp. Comprehensive instructions are included
with the car. In a dusty environment, “wet” track will collect dust
and grit.

traintalk (Bill): If you put 10
model railroaders in a room
and ask them for the best way
to clean track, you will get 20+
different answers.

Everyone has their own recipe.
Here is mine: Our large club is
in a dusty commercial base-
ment. We use the CMX Clean
Machine tank car with artists
Turpenoid. Turpenoid is odor-
less. It is a quick cleaner, does
not leave a residue, and evapo-
rates quickly.

We put some Turpenoid in the
CMX tank car and adjust to a
slow drip on the pad and push
the car around the layout at a
slow speed.

Metrolink: I have a Kato
Unitram layout [2]. My lay-

out is in the garage also. My
Unitrack seems to get full of
carbon even though [ run my
Kato Portrams on it regularly.
I've been cleaning my track
with 70% isopropyl alcohol
swabs from CVS. Tonight, after

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about a week of non-operation, I turned on my train and it ran
slowly. So I cleaned the track with an alcohol swab - still slow. I
ran a carpenter’s pencil down the track - voila!

I mention this because I have this track-cleaning problem
with my Unitram track that I never had with my standard
Kato Unitrack. I live near the beach so there’s often a heavy
marine layer at night contributing to high humidity. My
Portrams are especially sensitive to dirty track because they
have very small wheels and are very light. I may try to apply
an anti-oxidizing agent to the track to prevent this from
occurring so frequently.

Jim at BSME: If oxidation is your problem, I would recommend
cleaning with a Bright Boy, using a cloth and alcohol to remove
any particulates, and then try graphite to inhibit oxidation. I'll
admit I have not used graphite to see if it helps. I like CRC 2-26
electronics cleaner/lubricant, but too much will cause wheel
slip. Another product that prevents oxidation is No-Ox. There is a
thread at mrhmag.com/node/7169. No-Ox is wiped onto the rail
and then polished.

Rich S.: Can your layout be covered with a piece of plastic
when not in use, to help keep off dust and dirt? In conditions
like yours, I would thoroughly clean the rails with a Bright Boy
or Cratex cleaning block, then place a drop of Rail Zip on each
rail and run the train around the layout to distribute the Rail
Zip. The next time you run your trains, you should not have to
clean the rails.

If you have a track cleaning car, place it in your train and let it

do the work. Before shutting down for the day, remove the track
cleaning car from your train, add a drop of Rail Zip to each rail and
run the train for a few more laps. Then cover the layout if you can.

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faced two challenges. How do I mount the machines on foam, and how
do I properly align the machines under the layout?

To solve the first challenge, I cut small hardboard squares based on the
drilling template that comes with the switch machines. I marked a
center line on the square, then marked and drilled holes for the throw
rod and the mounting screws.

To properly align this pad under the layout I made a pair of simple
alignment tools. I drill a small hole in a pair of dowel rods and glue a
long needle in each. The needles must be long enough to go completely
through the foam panel.

To use them, I center the switch points and align the needles to the
left and right of the switch throw bar in line with the hole through the
sub-roadbed and parallel to the straight route of the switch. Push the
needles down so they protruded through the bottom of the sub-road-
bed. Then, place a small ruler against the needles under the layout and
draw the center line with a marker.

To finish up the installation, hot-glue the mounting pad to the layout
underside, aligning the hole for the actuating wire with the hole in the
sub-roadbed, and the centerline on the pad with the center line on the
layout. After the pad is fastened in place, I screw the switch machine
to the pad.

I have used this method for several years and have yet to have an
installation fail.

FIRST LOOK AT THE DIGITRAX

EvorLuTioN DCC sYSTEM

WELL, I’'M BACK. AFTER LOSING MY FATHER
in October, family issues took priority over my column, so I
missed writing for the November issue. Here we are heading into
December and I'm back at the keyboard.

This year Digitrax made some fundamental changes in its flag-
ship cabs and its DCC systems.

I reviewed the new top-of-the-line (DCS240) system box briefly in
my September 2016 (mrhmag.com/magazine/mrh2016-09-sep/
dcc-impulses) column. This pricey box has a lot for big layouts:

. ACCUCRA FT TRAINS 400 cab capacity and a built-in computer USB interface.

MUSEUM QUALITY BRASS MODELS In October, Digitrax announced a realignment of the Digitrax sys-
tems. The Zephyr Xtra (DCS51) system remains unchanged. The
Empire Builder series of systems is discontinued, an event that
I've been championing for about 15 years. Digitrax announced

a new entry level 5-amp system, the Evolution [1], with a new

» DCC TIPS, TRICKS, AND TECHNIQUES
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DT500 cab [2], and a new DCS210 system box for it [3].

The Evolution has an amazing MSRP of $450 with a wired cab, or
$660 for the duplex radio version. These are currently translating
to street prices of $350 and $500, respectively.

The series of new high-end DT500 cabs will replace the DT400
series. The latest versions of the DT402 (rev 2) can be upgraded in
your own home to the functionality of the DT500.

These new products have newer microprocessors and other
updated components compared to their predecessors. In addi-
tion to allowing new features and controlling prices, updated
components help with the availability of repair parts.

Simplex radio items are gone from the new Digitrax sales bro-
chure. Digitrax systems are now only available with duplex radio.
Infrared wireless is offered for countries where the duplex radio
format is not authorized.

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Manual - The manual has been rewritten and is easier to
understand than the Super Chief manual. It is not yet “Digitrax
for Dummies,” though. A lot of items that I believe should be
indexed are not covered in the back of the manual. There is
plenty of room in the margin to add your own comments on the
index pages.

Track voltage adjustment - The three-position track voltage
switch is still on the front panel. The voltage selected by each
of the three positions is adjustable, giving a complete range of
track voltages from 9 to 24 volts. For track voltages above 15
volts or currents above 5 amps, the user must provide a sepa-
rate DC power supply. The ideal voltage for this supply is about
a volt above the desired track voltage. Default track voltages
are: N=12.4V; HO=147V;0/G =20.4 V.

8-amp system - No longer must we buy a different product

to get the higher current booster. To unleash the 8-amp rating,
rather than using the PS615 supply, just connect an appropri-
ately sized DC power supply to the “8 A” connections on the
7-pin gray plug (observing polarity). Digitrax recommends their
PS2012. See page 37 of the DCS210 manual for details.

Slots - The DCS210 will handle 100 cabs of any Digitrax vin-
tage, controlling 100 locos. For comparison, the Super Chief
series could work with a maximum of 120 if you changed an
OpSw setting and the Empire Builder could only support 22.

No need to open the box - There is no internal battery for the
user to replace. There is no need to open the box to change the
internal computer code; it can be updated through the LocoNet.

Cab capabilities - The new DT500 series cabs will be needed
to take full advantage of the DCS210 or DCS240 system boxes.
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Digitrax has stated that some of the new features will be acces-
sible using older cabs, but haven't elaborated as to what and how.

Loco Reset button - The DCS210 and DCS240 both have a
“Loco Reset” button. As delivered, the button clears loco data,
routes and consists out of the database, similarly to closing
OpSw 39. A change of OpSw (OpSw 38 = ¢) will change the func-
tion of this button to setting the speed of the cleared locos to
zero and shutting off all functions.

Easy Route (EZ RTS) button - This button makes it easy to
set up the 64 internal routes (each with up to 16 turnouts).
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All NMRA functions are refreshed - The DCS210 and
DCS240 will refresh all 30 functions periodically. Older Digitrax
systems only refreshed FO through F8. “Refresh” means resend-
ing the status, for example “F12 on.” Without refreshing, it is
possible for something to get turned off while running, neces-
sitating manually turning a function off and then back on just
to have it on.

“StealZap” feature - With the newer cabs (DT402 R2 or
DT500) there is no need to dispatch locos to move them from
one cab to another. When they are selected on a second cab,
they are automatically removed from the first.

What's new in the DT500 cab?

The DT500 has an on/off switch capability built into the key-
board. Users don’t need to flip batteries around anymore.

The DT500 has a longer battery life than the DT4xx series, due
to an “advanced power save mode.”

The DT500 series cabs can talk to the DCS240 system box on up
to 400 slots when connected by cable or duplex radio.

While some things change, others remain the same

Short addresses are in the range of 01 to 127. Long addresses
are limited to 128 through 9983, with a caveat. Page 113 of the
manual says: “Not all 4 digit addresses in this range are actually
available for use.”

Support for non-decoder equipped locos is still available,
where allowed by patent agreements. The DCS210 ships in the
USA with this feature enabled. If desired, the user can disable

€

the feature by setting OpSw 20 to “c.
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I still disagree on the wiring diagram for the programming
track in the manual (on page 30) -- there is no isolation sec-
tion. I discussed how I believe the programming track should
be wired in my May 2014 column (mrhmag.com/magazine/
mrh-2014-05-may/di programming-track-tricks).

How does it play?

I spent a few hours with the Evolution before I wrote this mis-

sive. Here’s what I found.

The default settings bring the system box up with the power on
and ready to run a loco, unlike prior units. Thank you, Digitrax.
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The command beeps are quieter and less obnoxious than previ-
ously. Be aware that there are now short and long beeps and the
messages being communicated may be different than what you
are used to with prior Digitrax systems. You may want to copy
the table on page 41 from the manual and post it in a conspicu-
ous place near the command station until you become more
familiar with the sounds coming out of it.

The colorful lights on the front of the DCS210 will tell you a lot
about what’s going on inside. The video I shot this summer [5] will
help you understand. The table on page 42 defines their functions..

If you want to interface a computer with the DCS210, you will
need an interface module, such as the Digitrax PR3 or a third-
party box, like the RR-CirKits LocoBuffer-USB.

With a limited selection of resistors, I tested the power delivery
capabilities of the DCS210 and the PS615. There was a slight drop
in voltage as the current increased. I didn't have the capability of
pushing the DCS210 any closer to its limit to see how the shut-
down works.

The HO setting is closer to the maximum voltage of the PS615.
Thus, the voltage drop is larger than with the N setting, as would
be expected.

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Who should buy an Evolution system?

The Evolution system is stylish and has nice features. If you
have a functional Super Chief system I see no reason to change
unless you just gotta have the latest and greatest. However,

if you are moving up to a 5-amp system or starting out in the
Digitrax realm, the Evolution is a price-competitive system in
the bulls-eye of the 5-amp system space.

If you are needing the full 8-amp capability or track voltages
above 14.7 volts, then you will need an external DC power
supply. In these cases, you may want to consider purchasing a
D(CS240 separately, rather than buying the Evolution set which
includes a PS615 power supply that you won't be using. This is
especially true if you will be using the computer USB interface
functionality that is built into the DCS240.

What now?

The Evolution will take the place of the DCS100 that we are
using on the PebbleCreek club layout. I'll report back along the
way on what we see as we get to be better friends.

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MoDELING THE KANSAS CITY SOUTHERN RAILWAY|
MAINLINE SOuTH - GRANDVIEW, MISSOURI

AFTER MODELING 45 FEET OF DOWNTOWN
Kansas City it is a pleasant change to be modeling Grandview,
Missouri, the first stop for the Southern Belle on its southbound
journey. Grandview is approximately 20 miles from Kansas City
Union Station. The population in 1950 was 1,556.

With any of our model projects the first challenge is usually

that of selective compression. I do not have room to model all of
Grandview so the first step is to decide how to create the impres-
sion of small-town America in a space 30" wide and 25" deep.
The focal point of this scene will be the Kansas City Southern’s
Grandview Depot.

I had previously created the depot using a 1/16” laser-cut ply-
wood sub shell with laser-cut 1/64” plywood windows, asbestos
siding and asphalt shingle roofing. The asbestos shingle siding
for the station was a pale green color - in fact, the same siding

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my grandparents had used on their farm house. The asphalt shin-
gle roof was gray. A unique feature of the station was two track
inspection lights mounted low on the front of the operator’s bay.

Land forms and scenery base

With the plywood benchwork previously completed, I chose next
to complete the ground forms in front of the town. As previously
noted, [ used Joel Bragdon’s geodesic foam material to avoid a
plaster mess in the layout room. Additionally, the right-hand
section of ground needed to be removable to allow access to the
upper level of the helix which passes beneath it. The foam scen-
ery was perfect for this application - lightweight and rigid.

1. Foam scenery panel in front of track.
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2. Wadded towels supported the right scenery panel until
it cooled and hardened.
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The next challenge was to raise downtown to the correct level.
The point of reference I used is the railhead. The top of the 0.020”
laser-cut/engraved acrylic platform should match the top of the
railhead. Using paper patterns I cut 1/4” black foam core to fit
the paved portions of town and glued these in place with white
glue. The right end was tapered down to match the highway
passing through town and the left hand end was tapered down to
match the parking lot of the Ford Stamping Plant.

Using the reverse pattern I cut pieces of %2” foam board to fit all
of the areas around the roadways raising the town %2”. The %4~
difference between the roadways and the rest of town minus the
0.040” road base, the 0.040” roadway and a 3-mm asphalt surface
provided just the right lip for a curb at the edge of the sidewalks.

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Finally, an additional %4” section of foam was added under the
station area to bring its platform to the correct height. Outside
the station area, the edge of the foam was tapered off with a
hobby knife to blend into the layer below it. The foam board
turned out to be a great way to raise the roads, town and plat-
form to the correct level. It was easy to cut and easy to install.

Asphalt roads

Next it was time to deal with Arkansas Highway 71 which runs
from the front of the layout to the backdrop. In order to pass
under the tracks and still climb up to street level at Grandview,
the upgrade is steeper than the real world would probably allow.
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5. 1 used black foamcore to build up the town area.
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6. Curved support for the up-grade highway.

It works in this location because of the forced viewing perspec-
tive. You can only see it from the front, not from the sides.

To support the road in this forced curve, I cut and installed bracing
pieces from 1” x 4” pine to maintain the proper contour of the sty-
rene base for the road. I used paper patterns to cut a 0.040” styrene
base for the road, and glued it in place using plastic-compatible
Liquid Nails. I think the appearance of model is greatly enhanced
by “crowning” the road surface just as prototype roads do.

To accomplish this I used MEK to glue a 0.100” x 0.125” styrene

strip to the center of the road flat side down to elevate the center
of the roadway. Down the center of each roadway I laid a thinner
strip of 0.060” x 0.080” strip styrene, flat side down. This supports
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7. Styrene road surface glued in place.

the crowned styrene roadway as it tapers off to glue down to the
styrene base at the left and right edges. I then cut the upper road-
way from 0.040” sheet styrene and used super glue (CA) to glue

it at the edges only, holding down the edges with masking tape
until they dried. I did not use MEK, to avoid distorting the road
surface from a solvent-based glue.

The final layer of sheet styrene serves as the base for creating
the asphalt roadway. This is the first time I have had to model an
asphalt road. All the roads in downtown Kansas City are jointed
and concrete. I chose to use a method described previously in
Model Railroad Hobbyist magazine. The next step was to use
the same paper patterns to cut out pieces of 3-mm self-adhesive

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black craft foam. I peeled the backing from the foam and fitted
it in place on the styrene roadway. [ used Creatology brand foam
sheet purchased from Michaels.

11. Asphalt areas painted medium gray.
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For the roads, I used three shades of gray by Folkart — 2561 “Steel
Gray” for light gray, Folkart 425, “medium gray” for medium gray,
and Folkart 925 “wrought iron” for dark gray. I first painted the
craft foam roadway medium gray using a foam brush.

The next step is to apply the striping. In the real world typical
striping is 6 to 8 inches wide, and 10 feet long with a 15 -foot
space between stripes. But for the model railroad, selective
compression is needed again. [ used 5-foot stripes with a 10-foot
spacing. This looks right and makes the road seem longer when
viewed along its length.

To make it easy to stripe the roads, especially where it passes
under the railroad, I used blue masking tape. Okay, I cheated and

used my laser cutter to cut masking for the stripes and also for
the stenciled word “Stop.” It turned out to be a very slick way to
accomplish this. The masking was then applied to the roads, and
the stripes painted using off-white paint ( Apple Barrel 20585
Satin Cream) and a “dry” foam brush technique. With a brush
almost dry, patting the masking tape creates mottled stripes that
appear worn rather than crisp and freshly painted. When the
paint dried, I removed the masking tape.

To create patches in the road, I scored sections with a knife and
removed them , or I simply tore out sections to create irregu-
larly shaped patches. I then stuck the removed pieces to a

sheet of cardboard for painting. I tried to maintain a consistent
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14. Cutting masking for the stripes using the laser cutter.

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orientation to make the patches easier to place back in the same
position. I painted some of the patches with darker gray paint,
and some lighter gray for contrast. Once the patches were dry, I
glued them back in place with Walters Goo.

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Next comes the real magic, creating cracks. In the part of the
Midwest I model, the asphalt had a lot of cracks. That’s the
reason for using black foam painted gray instead of gray foam.
Chuck the pointed end of a straight pin in a Dremel motor tool
and clip off the opposite end at an angle. This creates a small
cheap drill bit. Turn the tool on low-speed and draw the rotating
pin through the foam to create “cracks.” Make as many as you
like, wherever you want - it’s that easy to do. A few days later as
the foam relaxes, the cracks will be more prominent, so take it
easy on the first pass.

The final touch is to weather the completed asphalt roads with
chalk dust. I use “grimy black” to simulate oil drippings up the
center of the roadway and “dustbowl brown” at the sides to
simulate mud and dirt that have accumulated there.

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Sidewalks

Using the paper patterns that I created, I laid out the sidewalks

on 0.040” sheet styrene. I scored expansion joints 1” apart. Next I
scored the edges of the sidewalks with a hobby knife and snapped
away the excess. I used MEK and glued 0.060” x 0.080” strip styrene
edgewise to the outer edge of the sidewalk to create a curb.

To finish the sidewalks I used my standard technique and
sprayed them with Testors Camouflage Gray. When dry, I
weathered them with dilute India ink and when that was dry,
with grimy black chalk overall and dustbowl brown chalk along
the edge against the buildings where dirt collects. I glued the
completed sidewalks to the foam core base with the curb strip
overlapping the front edge of the foam core and resting on the
asphalt roadway.

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One advantage of making sidewalks this way is that structures sit
behind the 0.040” thickness of the sidewalk, concealing any gap
between the bottom of the structure and the foam core base. I
think nothing spoils a model railroad scene more than buildings
that don’t actually seem to be sitting on the ground!

Backdrop

Grandview posed a special challenge. Two stub-end staging tracks
run inside the wall at the back of town. This area needs to be
accessible for maintenance, which means the city backdrop across
the back of town needs to be removable. For the left 2/3 of the
backdrop, I cut a piece of %4” foam core to fit in the opening in the
wall. Then I glued this to a larger piece of blue colored cardstock.
For the right third I used a piece of cardstock attached to the wall

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with double stick Velcro pieces.

The artwork for the right portion of the backdrop is taken directly
from a photograph I took when visiting Grandview. I used a graph-
ics program to add the word “Grandview” to the water tower. The

“4 Acre Motel” is a landmark in the area. I found a photograph of
the sign online and re-created it in the CAD program. Last, I added
a Miniatronics flasher to the top of the water tower. I substituted
a small surface-mount red LED for the red 3 mm LED that came
with the flasher.

For the left two-thirds of the backdrop, I needed street-level
photographs of Grandview [ hadn’t taken when I was there.
Fortunately, I was able to find images I needed on Google maps
street-level view. Last, I glued clumps of Super Sage tree material
over the trees on the backdrop to add dimension and realism.
This greatly improved the overall appearance.

Structures

I had previously chosen and constructed the buildings for down-
town Grandview. They are all based on prototype structures in the
34. Hobby store, the prototype. area adjacent to the depot.

|
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I love putting lighted interiors in my structures. It greatly
enhances the realism. Recently I came up with a simple and cost-
effective way to create them. Of course, the model hobby shop
should have lots of shelves with little Athearn blue boxes on
them. Even if I had the time and energy to do this, the end result

37. Barber Shop, Shoe Repair. 39. Jeannie’s Corner Café, reversed, the model.
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would not have little boxes with labels on them! So I turned to
Google and searched for hobby store interiors. I scaled these
images, printed them on cardstock, and glued them around the
side and back walls of the model.

I used stick glue to glue a strip of brown cardstock across the
back of the lower wall to simulate a cabinet beneath the display
shelves. Then I used another strip of brown cardstock to simulate
a checkout counter in the middle of the room. I used my photo-
graph of the hobby store display windows in Photoshop to create
the two display cases for the front of the store. Lastly, | made the
signs for the windows of the store.

This creates four levels of detail - the windows, the front display
cases, the checkout counter, and the back wall shelves. When
lighted and viewed from the front, the effect is very impressive.
Lots of detail for very little time and cost. I used this technique
for all of the downtown Grandview structures.

Lighted at nighttime, the overall effect is very convincing. It
makes the model town come alive.

My wife noticed there is quite a bit of a red color in the road at
the lower edge of the backdrop, so she suggested I use a reddish
chalk on the back portion of the road on the layout. I also used
a small brush to carry the center stripe of the road in a curve
up and onto the backdrop, with the stripes getting shorter and
closer together as they continued into the distance.

Retaining wall, ground cover, and trees

The final step was to complete the underpass area by adding a con-
crete retaining wall, ground cover, and trees. Again I created paper
patterns. Then I used the laser cutter to engrave 8” form board
lines on a sheet of 0.040” styrene. I transferred the paper pattern
outline to the plastic sheet, scored the outline with a knife, and
snapped away the excess. I added strip styrene to the top edge to
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create a curb on the top edge of the retaining walls. Next I sprayed
the retaining walls with Testors Camouflage Gray, followed by
weathering with dilute alcohol/India ink and chalk dust. I glued
the walls in place with Walters Goo. Whenever possible, I prefer to
create, finish, and weather items off the layout, and install them as
the last step. It’s easier to access them and it reduces dust and the
chance of damage to the layout.

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I painted the herringbone brick platform for the station a dark

red brick color. I painted the curbs around the platform edge
Camouflage Gray, and then weathered with diluted alcohol/India
ink mix and Bragdon chalk dust I glued the platform to the foam
core base using Walters Goo. Next I used ballast on the track side
and sifted contractors sand around left and back side of the station
to blend the platform into the surrounding scenery. I sprayed these

areas with wet water, and fixed them in place with dilute white glue.

I added scale grass and two SuperTrees to the small area to the
right of the station to create a small city park. I painted and fin-
ished a portion of Rix concrete railing to prevent the tiny passen-
gers from tumbling off the end of the platform into the Highway
71 underpass. Then I painted the sloping bank at the front of the
layout with earth brown paint sifted on dirt and grass and finally
finished with SuperTree brush and trees.

MODEL RAILROADERS THROW SWITCHES ALL
the time - to turn on the power, to switch a track, to blow a
whistle, to turn a light on or off, and more. But what if you had a
little automated help?

Suppose you want to easily set up a route through a yard, or dis-
play a sequence of lights on a movie marquee? Maybe you would
like to model a welder in action, or to simulate a thunderstorm?

My approach here is to introduce non-technical modelers to some
easy but useful projects like these without getting buried in the
technical jargon. I'm focusing more on the do-it-yourself basics,
and I'm not diving into all the technical details of how it works.

For the purposes of this article, just know it works, let’s not be
overly concerned with the details of why.

Anyone can put these projects together, some with little or no
soldering. You will not need to read a schematic or program a
computer. However, you may need some imagination to envision
all the possibilities available to enhance your modeling!

Introducing the Arduino

The Arduino is a user-friendly board family for building electron-
ics projects. While physically different, the various boards in the
Arduino family all perform many of the same basic functions,
controlled by a very small but powerful microcomputer chip.

As you can see,
connecting to the Uno is easier than with the Pro Mini, but the
Mini is far more compact and costs less. Both function the same.

What is the Arduino?

“Arduino’ is an Italian name for a group of electronic control
boards that are low cost, small, and remarkably useful. While
physically different, they all perform many of the same basic
functions.

In this article, I use two small boards in the family, the Uno and
the Pro Mini [2]. The Uno is easier for a novice to use, but is
larger and costs more. At the time of this writing, the Uno costs
between $8 and $20, depending on where you purchase it.

The smaller Pro Mini will substitute for the Uno without modify-
ing the project instructions and can be found for as low as $2.
The Uno is easier to connect to, so we start with it. m
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Originally, the Arduinos were created for use as a digital electron-
ics and software teaching tool. All aspects of their design and
construction are totally open and available for public use rather
than being proprietary. In this article, I use two small processor
boards in the family, the Uno and the Pro Mini [2].

An Arduino project consists of both the programmable board
and some instructions called “sketches” in the Arduino world.
To provide the sketch instructions to the board, you use an app
on your home computer called an IDE (Integrated Develop-
ment Environment) to edit and load the instructions into the
board’s memory. See the bonus downloads for IDE instructions.

The instructions tell the Arduino what “switchable connection
points” to turn on or off, and in what order and at what time.

What this article is and is not

Normally, an article on a technical subject like this would start
with basic concepts and terminology, and then move on to
describing the tools, the process and usage. And of course, there
would be plenty of very technical footnotes all along the way.

But this article is for modelers and we want to have some fun!

I'm focusing here on interesting projects that take a minimum
of effort. Project categories include lighting, servo control, and
sound generation. Any project can be just a one-time effort, or
together these projects may start you on a new sub-hobby.

For the more technically savvy, Arduino development includes a
fully Integrated Development Environment (IDE) that incorpo-
rates a GNU GCC optimizing compiler. The IDE is automatically
configured for a family of dissimilar microprocessor modules

via background scripts and file descriptors. This is all enabled by
freely available libraries covering a wide range of drivers and sen-
sors. This platform directly supports C, C++, and object oriented
programming,.

Are you lost yet?

Rather, this article takes the simpler route of whetting your
appetite by showing how to easily use a $2 device (the Arduino
Pro Mini) to align various routes through a yard, ring bells,
sequence lights, model a welder, create a thunderstorm, and
maybe perhaps bring things to life on your layout that could
even impress non-modelers!

Indeed, a tech savvy modeler should appreciate this too. =

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Both the Uno and the Pro Mini can be loaded with the same sketch
instructions. Both boards have the same number of switchable
connection points (pins) that are consistently labeled the same [4].

It often is easier to test out a project on the larger Uno, and then
load the same instructions into the smaller and cheaper Pro Mini
for final use.

Let’s start by getting familiar with the Uno. The Uno is the larger
of the two boards and was designed for ease of use and simple
interconnection with other companion boards called “shields.”

5. The Uno has this basic layout: a USB socket, external power
socket, reset button, some LEDs on the board, and a number of
connection points using header pins (digital, analog, and power).

The Arduino Uno

Notice the Arduino Uno has connection points around the edge as fe-
male pin sockets [3, 5] into which you can plug wires, components like
LEDs and resistors, and special “shield” board pins to form a stack [6, 7].

Shield boards neatly enhance the capabilities of the Uno. Two com-
mon shield boards are a motor control shield and a sensor shield.

The motor control shield allows the Uno to power high current de-
vices: I will provide an example of its use later in a sample project.

The sensor shield actually has no sensors itself. Instead, it pro-
vides a connection to all the switchable pins on the Arduino Uno

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side by side with 5 Volt and Ground (GND) pins, allowing easy
connection to a number of special sensor modules. But it also
turns out, this is precisely the right arrangement for easily con-
necting with servo motors too!

You can insert wires and component leads directly into the Uno

sockets or use “header pins” and solder connecting wires to the

pins. The header pins allow disconnecting or changing your wir-
ing fairly easily. Using header pins is quite reliable and I heartily

recommend their use [3].

The website Pololu.com (pololu.com/
category/71/wires-with-pre-crimped-
terminals) offers a wide selection of
wires with the appropriate pins al-
ready attached. Or you can search for
“jumper wire” to find other sources.

Powering your Arduino board

You can power the Uno with 5-12 volts DC power, including

DC power supplies, batteries and small power adapters with a
2.5mm barrel connector (center positive with 5-12 Volts DC) ei-
ther through the power socket or by feeding wires directly to the
GND and VIN pin sockets on the Uno [8].

Or you can also feed 4.5-5.2 volts directly to the GND and 5V pin
sockets on the Uno [8].

Finally, these boards can also get power just from the USB cable.

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9. To source the power for your board you can use elther an
eight AA battery pack (on left, 12V), or a 9V wall wart power
adapter (on right) with an Arduino 5.5x2.5mm barrel plug.

Any of these power feed methods works, just pick one.

By itself an Arduino consumes very little power. I have built a
Pro Mini controlled DCC board that operated an animation with
a motor, lights and sound for more than 24 hours total just on
eight AA batteries!

When it comes to the board’s current limits (amperage), any one
pin on the Uno can handle a max of 40 milliamps, with the total
current through all the pins not exceeding a total of 200 mil-
liamps (ma). However, keep in mind it’s the total current actually
being drawn that we're talking about, not the rated current.

To see how this works, read about a real-life example I did using
eighteen LEDs in the sidebar: LEDs and Arduinos.
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LEDs and Arduinos

An output pin of an Arduino can switch back and forth from 0.0-
0.5 volts (LOW) to 4.5-5.0 volts (HIGH), and can handle currents
up to 20ma per pin. However the total current handled by all pins
must not exceed 200ma.

So if we want to light up eighteen LEDs at the same time [12], then
we must limit the current to each LED down to 10 ma or lower, or
light up fewer LEDs simultaneously. Fortunately, this is easy to do.

Each LED we use in these projects has its own “limiting” device
called a resistor. These are quite cheap and readily available from
many sources, including the ubiquitous Radio Shack.

Resistors are rated by a value of resistance stated in Ohms, and
an associated power rating in Watts (w) - like a light bulb. Resis-
tors in the range from 1,000 to 10,000 Ohms and any of either
1/4w, 1/8w, or 1/6w (available from China) will do fine here.

The higher the value (in Ohms)
resistor the more dim the LED
will glow. I recommend getting
and keeping a range of values
in your collection, like 470, 680,
1000, 2200, 4700, 5600, 6800,
and 10,000. This way you can
run tests to determine what
an acceptable value will be for
you to use in your electronic
modeling projects.

LED manufacturers have
dramatically improved the

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efficiency of LEDs over the last
20 years. The red LED pictured
[10] was manufactured in 1981
and can barely be seen when
powered with 18 ma. The small
LED (second from the right) is so
bright at 20 ma it hurts your eye
to look into it for more than a
fleeting glance.

The small green LEDs [ use [11]
light up very brightly at less
than 0.2 ma. These are modern
examples of what’s currently be-
ing made.

11. This blue LED is being
checked with a simple 9 volt

This efficiency difference is what is missing from most modeler
discussions of LEDs and why I avoid formulas and equations in
suggesting what resistor values to use.

Just keep a collection of various resistance values on hand and
try several using the LEDs you will actually use in your project.
Start with the highest value resistors (dimmest LED) and work
down, until you get a pleasing brightness.

The vast majority of modelers’ LEDs have metal leads similar to
those pictured. Note that four of the five LEDs have a long and a
shorter metal lead. The longer lead goes to the positive voltage
if you want the LED to light up. The shorter lead is the negative
side and is usually connected to GND or Ground (as labeled on
the Arduino).

In additional reading, you may find the positive LED lead called the
“anode” and the negative LED lead called the “cathode”

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Also note the red LED on the left [10] has 2 leads of the same
length. There is an easy way to identify the positive and nega-
tive leads on this type of LED - and test it at the same time! Get
a 9 volt battery and a battery connector (Radio Shack #2700325)
along with a 470 Ohm % Watt resistor (Radio Shack #2711317).

Connect one side of the resistor to the Red wire of the 9 volt bat-

tery connector (solder it or just twist it on). Touch the free end of
the resistor to one leg of the ‘unknown” LED and touch the black
lead from the battery connector to the other leg of the LED. If the
LED does not light, reverse the connections to the LED.

When the LED lights, you will know that the black lead is con-
nected to the negative side of the LED. It will also indicate
whether or not you have a working LED. For the vast majority of
LEDs you will use in modeling, this test will work fine. =

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Let's look at some projects

Let’s look at a range of easy projects that can enhance your lay-
out. I have divided them into lighting control, servo control, and
sound generation. These projects do not require any complex
computer interfacing but are simple stand-alone projects using
just the Arduino and some electronic components, which is why
I chose them.

Controlling these projects: Okay, let’s say you build one of
these projects. So where is the on/off button?

For most of these projects, the “on/off button” is pin 14 (A0).
On the Arduino, this is a master control pin that when set LOW
(connected to Ground or dropped to zero Volts) turns off the
project’s function(s). When set to HIGH (a voltage greater than
3.5 volts or more), the board turns on.

One fun way to control this pin is with a special sensor that
senses heat using infrared light called a PIR Sensor [12].

After setting up a project, you make three connections to the PIR
sensor. Make one connection to 5 Volts, another to Ground, and
finally to pin 14 (the master control pin) and point the sensor
away from you.

When you put your hand or body in the field of view of the PIR
sensor, the project you are controlling will turn on. When you

move out of view to the side, the project continues to function
briefly and then stops.

If you put a piece of wood, cardboard or plastic in front of the
PIR sensor - it will not respond! It’s only activated by your body
heat. If you want to create an animation or turn something on

when a person is in front of your model, put this sensor where it
can “see” them come by. How cool is that?

This is great for clubs and public shows as an “attention getter.”
You do need to learn how to set the PIR sensor to “retriggerable”
(done with a jumper), and then make an adjustment to the two
yellow variable resistors [12] to set the “time on delay” and the
“sensitivity.’

Project setup

The following projects all list the sketch file which needs to be
loaded onto your Arduino (see the subscriber bonus downloads).
I describe the sketch loading process a special how-to supple-
ment in this issue’s bonus downloads.

Projects that include the control notation “Control: pin 14 (A0)
indicate using control pin 14 (A0) as the master control pin for
turning the function on and off. If you just leave this pin uncon-
nected, then the project starts to function as soon as you apply
power to the Arduino board.

The “Setup:” reference in the project points to the specific pic-
tured pin connections needed.

In the project descriptions I highlight key settings (with names
used in the sketch) that affect operation and results you see and/
or hear. You can use these as is, with no modification. If you like,
you can easily edit them and experiment to see what you might
prefer for your situation.

Whatever changes you make can be saved for future use. You do
not need to understand programming to use any of these, but
you can learn if you want!

I am not a proponent of asking modelers to learn how to pro-
gram - all you need to do is learn how to use this new IDE app
- and if you can use a word editor you can use this app. You can
take using the IDE as far as you want, but I will say learning to
use the IDE can add a great deal to your modeling enjoyment!

In the projects, I use a notation for led_pins to show which Uno
or Pro Mini pins to make the appropriate connections. I use pic-
tures rather than diagrams to give you setup details.

To get the sketches, see this issue’s subscriber bonues. A step-by-
step procedure showing how to setup and load a sketch into your
Arduino is in this issue’s bonus downloads.

These projects give you some idea of the capability and versatility
of the Arduino for modeling.

A servo is a motor-driven rotary mechanism that is electronically
controlled to allow precise angular positioning and speed
control.

Rather than get mired in a lot of details about servos here, let me
simply point you at the wealth of info on the MRH site in Peter
Randerson’s Servos 101 thread: mrhmag.com/node/25958.

Low-cost servos are available from many radio control (R/C)
hobby sources. Besides driving LEDs, Arduinos can easily drive
servo motors directly from each pin.

What may not be obvious is that while a single servo motor can
be controlled with one Uno pin, it is not a simple on/off switch.
Rather, the Uno is switching the servo control pin on and off
about 50 times a second!

This is just a bit faster than most of us can toggle a panel switch!
The Arduino also has to control the “on time” of the switch to
consistently set the servo position.

For these projects, we install a Sensor Shield into the Arduino
Uno board pins to make a “stack”. The Sensor shield has conve-
niently replicated the Arduino pins sockets side by side with 5V
and Ground pin sockets — perfect for operating servos.

Be aware these servo projects get a bit more involved than the
LED examples, especially as we work our way through the proj-
ect examples.

This is a useful way to throw track switches controlled by servos. For
each route 0-7, a “0” in the routes table row sets the corresponding servo
to its saved sstart position and a “1” sets the corresponding servo to
its saved sstop position. It also changes the state of the corresponding
route LED.

You can set the routes (each table row) up any way you want!
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Final note: For all the 6 and 8 servo pushbutton-controlled
projects, the 5 volt power to the servos should be a separate
power source. Neither the Uno nor the Pro Mini can provide
enough power via the on board regulator. Low cost 9G servos can
have a peak current draw of over 1 amp!

What do HIGH and LOW really mean?

In the world of digital electronics, HIGH means 5.00 volts exactly
and is interpreted as one (1). LOW means 0.00 volts exactly and
is interpreted as zero (0).

In practical terms, however, an Arduino interprets any voltage
level above 3.5 Volts (3.5-5.0) as HIGH and any voltage below 1.5
volts (0.0-1.5) as LOW. Ground is always considered LOW.

In all the sketches presented in this article, care was taken to
enable an internal Arduino circuit to set all unconnected, open
inputs to the board so they default to HIGH. If this action were
not taken, a disconnected open input could not reliably be read

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PLANNED SOUND: CREATE A THUNDERSTORM
Sketch folder: Thunderstorm

Setup: Sound setup 2 [photo 27]

Control: pin 14 (A0)

Connected pins: lightning_pin - 3, lightning_pin2 - 4

This project plays a set of mp3 sound tracks stored on a micro
SD Memory Card to simulate a thunderstorm approaching and
then passing.

A simple on/off switch connected to pin 14 (A0) enables playing.

You can set up a start delay by changing lightning delayin
the sketch to the number of minutes you want to pass after the
initial turn on.

You can also set next storm delay to the number of min-
utes before the next storm arrives!

Note: While you can use this as a sound-only sketch, it does
include synchronized switching for firing two independent
slave strobe lights. These are activated with a relay connected
to pin 3 and pin 4.

The entire sketch with sound and lights simulates a thunder-
storm approaching and passing by. Two strobes are needed to
account for the long re-charging time of the strobes. You will
notice closely timed lightning bolts in your area!

Load all the sound files onto your micro SD Memory card and
try to stay out of the rain! When I have given clinics on model-
ing with sound, I often will stage things so the thunderstorm
will arrive and pass somewhat unannounced in the middle of
the clinic!

PBTS'C

BTS is my personal favorite laser kit maker so far. Their
craftsman kits are NOT for beginners and take some time to
build. I expected this one to keep me busy for a while but they
are well-designed with a lot of detail. Their smaller kits are
available through distributors but most of the larger kits can
only be purchased direct from BTS. What does BTS mean?
“Better Than Scratch.”
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I RECENTLY FINISHED WITH LOCO REPAIRS AND ,
article upgrades on my fleet, so began concentrating on building the 2
tipple for my coal mine.

Tipple
40' x 69’

I really like laser kits and have purchased several from BTS at
btsrr.com. I have several builds under my belt, but this is the
most complex kit that I've tackled. This is BTS kit Mill Creek No.
2. Their literature says that it’s based on various coal operations
and not on a specific prototype.
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1. (top) This is the photo BTS supplies. When | am finished the
kit should turn out something like this. BTS photo 2. BTS supplies a suggested track plan with the kit.
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3. My tipple site is a blank canvas at this point.

Some MRH modelers are real artists when it comes to weather-

ing and finishing. While I am confident in my ability to build a nice
structure, I'm not so solid on the artsy part. My goal is to make the
tipple look well-used but also reasonably maintained. So, a few bro-
ken or missing boards are OK, and everything will have paint on it.
We will see how it turns out when I get to the weathering at the end.

Paint and colors

I am using Tamiya acrylics for this kit since it requires a lot of
paint. These paints are reasonably inexpensive and go on nicely
with an airbrush. Color selection is always a challenge. I chose a
bluish-gray for the main structure.
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4. Paint all parts and panels with an airbrush before assembling
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Always check the colors under the layout room lighting. The
bright fluorescent magnifier light on my work bench really high-
lights blue and green shades. In my layout room I use LEDs, so a
color can look different there. I've tried many painting methods,
and airbrushing with acrylics before assembly wins hands-down
for me. Sprayed acrylics go on thinly and evenly, and really show
the detail.

Warping can be a problem with this type of kit. I prime big inte-
rior structural parts like floors with Dupli-Color Primer-Sealer
before airbrushing and that helps stabilize them. I prefer not to
prime exterior walls and small parts, but even when painting
both sides you have to watch out for warping and be ready to
deal with it.

5. 1 use a pill organizer to keep track of all the window detail
parts, and to separate and store them.
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6. The brass doorknobs and plates.

One final note: BTS kits come with a lot of tiny details so be
careful. Check out the brass doorknobs and plates [6]. A lighted
magnifier is mandatory for this sort of work.

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with a knife between coats of paint to give it a bit of a rough
woodgrain look. Paint both sides of panels with an airbrush, then
sandwich them between sheets of wax paper and weigh them
down with old textbooks. The paint does not stick to the wax
paper and the panels dry nice and flat.

Glue the windows in the wall panels using canopy glue, and the
doors and trim using white glue. These adhesives dry clear so a
bit of excess will not be very visible. Next glue the walls together.
Make sure the first two glue joints are square. I use Titebond
wood glue for structural joints, and white glue for all non-struc-
tural joints like the window trim. When they are dry, add the
fourth panel, keeping the new glue joints square using similar
methods to those shown [8]. Using this method, the warps will
pull right out. To prevent future warping, I'll add some extra
bracing once the walls are glued to the floor.
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8. | use an assortment of rulers and triangles to keep my build-
ings square.
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9-10. Some of my other tools used to clamp pieces together
while the glue dries.
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The two buildings and floor assemblies are just dry-fitted at this
point. Sometimes the tabs and such need a bit of sanding or cut-
ting to get the fit just right. Check the join lines and squareness
before opening up the glue bottle.

I have to admit, at this point I am pretty pumped since every-
thing is going
together nicely and
the finish has the
“look” that I was
aiming for[13-14].
Once the assemblies
are glued together,
start adding all the
detail. The floor is
well braced but the
walls will probably
need bracing to
keep them square
and prevent warp-
ing. After gluing
the main building
walls together with
Titebond, sit it on
the base to check
the fit. So far so
good.

structures. I don't have any Legos but I do have rulers and tri-
angles [8] that I've used since my RC airplane building days. The
important thing is to have methods worked out to keep things
square and tight when gluing. This is the kind of skill you can
learn on small kits before trying to build big, expensive ones.
Sometimes it takes creativity: I also use rubber bands, pushpins,
clothespins, plastic clamps, and a variety of random objects as
weights. Whatever works.

Windows

The windows, while you are adding them to the basic “box,” can
be raised by cutting some of the top off the rear window panel
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before gluing them in place. BTS includes a note on how to

do this. Tissue paper is included to make window shades and
curtains. I made shades this way for the BTS switch tower that I
completed a few months ago [15].

Touch up the edges of the trim with a fine-point brush after the
building is complete.

Base platform

Once the main building structure is glued together and the
corner trim attached, install the platform underneath. I began
working on the leg braces. There are over 75 leg braces in the kit.
All of them have bolt holes bored through them and they need
plastic bolts glued in place.

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To glue plastic to wood, I use thin CA, applying the glue from the
rear. The glue wicks right in and the bolt is placed in the hole.

A fine tip attached to the bottle is essential for controlling the
flow, not making a mess, and not leaving shiny blobs. It’s tedious,
but not too bad once I work out an “assembly line” to do it. The
biggest challenge is keeping the braces all sorted and separated
because there are so many of them.

Next, glue all the leg cross braces onto the main structure. Again,
this is slow work. Glue on two or three, then wait until the glue
cures enough to handle the building. Then, add a few more, and
wait again. Now move on to the roofs for these two buildings,
and the loading chutes.

Take a moment to position the structure. This is one of those
projects where the whole structure really needs to be complete
before the terrain and track, to fit everything together and create
the scene.

Up on the roof

The kit comes with roll roofing. I have never been very fond

of roll roofing. I took some time to look at old photos again to
see the roofing material used on the early tipples. Only a very
few show roofing detail, and even fewer are in color. From the
photos, it looks like tin roofing was common, even on the early
structures. For now I am going to build the roof structures, and
leave the roofing for later. But I think nice rust-washed tin roofs
would set the buildings off nicely.

Once the roof parts are dry-fitted and adjusted, prime both sides
of the wood with Dupli-Color primer sealer to stabilize them.
Then, assemble. The roofs must be removable and need to stay
perfectly flat.

Coal tipples vary in design from place to place. The area I am
interested in is the West Virginia Appalachians. Until recently,
the roofing on most tipples was corrugated metal. The sides may
or may not have been corrugated, but the roof almost always
was. This model is not based on a specific prototype. It's a com-
posite of several different tipples located in West Virginia, so I am
free to use the roof material of my choice.

The roofs are built and ready for the corrugated tin to be added.
I have enough corrugated metal on hand for two roofs but pos-
sibly not enough to complete everything. I may go with tar paper
or something else for the inclined conveyor roof, just to have a
different look.
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Add the ‘chutes’

I spent a few days building the two hopper loading conveyors
that hang under the main building. Old photos suggest this
arrangement was pretty typical.

As for the conveyors, I found it interesting that the instructions
call them “chutes” even though they are obviously cleated con-
veyors. The hanging conveyors are very detailed, and building
them took a lot of time. The conveyer belt is paper stock with
small pieces of styrene cut to length for cleats. The side plates
are made from laminated paper stock. It’s delicate work and the
conveyors are actually shorter than a toothpick.

The instructions are very good but they don’t go into detail on
tools, methods and glues to use for each step. So part of the

journey is working construction methods out. The loaders were
by far most challenging part to build and the home-made needle
holder turned out to be key to success.

I used CA to glue the cleats on since it was plastic to paper. The
rest of the assembly is glued with Titebond or white glue depend-
ing on whether the bond is structural or just for trim. I did not
exactly follow the construction sequence in the instructions. I built
the entire side plate assemblies, including the NBWs and then
glued them on after the conveyor belt was completed and painted.
IfT had it to do over again, I would do it exactly the same way.

The sides of the conveyors and the ends of the pulley side plates
have a bunch of tiny plastic bolt head details. The beam con-
nects to the end of the conveyor using two NBWs. Melt the inside
ends with a soldering iron to keep them in place. Very little of
this detail is visible once the conveyors are installed - except
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in close-up views, which is typical for BTS. Taken as a whole, all
the detail should add realism to the finished model. With a little
paint touch-up, the conveyors are ready to install.

Engineering the headhouse base

The headhouse walls and roof are simple, but the floor is rather
complex, with mine track and an unloader pit as part of the build.

The main buildings are intended to be installed at track level,
without any roadbed under the track. The pit level of the head-
house is %2” higher, and the mine track is also elevated as it
passes through the headhouse. I decided to use %2” sheet foam
to create the head-house and mine track elevation differences.
I also decided to use 3/16” sheet cork as the base under the
main tracks and tipple structure so that it meets up evenly with
mainline track. This means that I will also need 3/16” cork on
top of the foam under the mine track to get the full %2” eleva-
tion and a seamless transition from the mine track as it enters
and exits the headhouse.

Once I am ready to begin positioning the structure on its base,
my plan is to remove the plywood base. The base can be moved
to a shop table to do all the land forming, track laying, and most
of the scenery as a module. Then, I'll put it back in place and
connect the tipple track to the main line.

Mine railroad

The mine cars are designed to use HOn30 track (9mm gauge).
HOn3 track is wider (10.5mm). I am just now figuring out all
the different narrow gauge naming conventions and what they
mean. Here is the Wikipedia summary:

The terms HOn30 and HOn2% are generally used when model-
ing American prototypes while HOe is used for European proto-
types. All these terms refer to models of narrow gauge railroads
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20-21. Conveyors added to the tipple floor and the tipple set
in place for another fitting. The conveyers are a neat detail and
it's too bad they are pretty much hidden from view.
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built to the world's most popular model railway scale of HO
(1:87) to run on a track gauge of 9 mm (0.354 in), the gauge
used for N scale models of standard gauge railways. In Great
Britain, the term 009 is used. 009 refers to OO scale, 1:76.2
models on 9mm gauge track. Although the track gauge is 9mm,
sometimes N scale track per se is not used because the crossties
are too narrow and too close together. HOn30/HOe track and
switches are available.

The BTS instructions say that the example model uses Peco
HOn30 code 80 track. So the Peco SL-400 or the mainline SL-404
track that has clean looking ties should work.

Templates that are available for the mine track turnouts are
very helpful for planning the mine track routing. I don’t know if
I will ever power the mine track and purchase a loco to run on
it, but I want to do it right so that it is possible without a lot of
re-working.

I ordered a sheet of 3/16” cork from Bangor Cork and it
matches the thickness of the cork roadbed under the mainline
track perfectly. I will lay the tracks and set the tipple on top of
the cork. Since I did not place cork where the 1/2” foam board
spacer will sit, I will put some 3/16” cork on top of the foam to
get the full 1/2” elevation change for the mine track.

Build the head house

While waiting for my track and cork to arrive, I began assembly
of the head house. This structure is tricky because there are two
levels. The mine track goes through it, and the interior is visible.

I didn’'t want to go too far with building the head house and the
inclined conveyor until I had all of the materials needed to make
the base. Building the walls was the same as before. The doors,
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22. The four walls of the head house painted and the doors
and windows installed.

windows and trim are glued in place after painting. Then, it's back
to the straightedge and triangles to keep the walls square when
gluing them together. This time there were no warps to deal with.

For the base assembly, spray the part with primer-sealer on both
sides to stabilize the wood before removing all the pieces. Tape
off areas where the floorboards will go on top of the base. Paint
these brown before gluing them down.

Airbrush the base with dark gray and assemble the structure.
There is more to do to complete the assembly and the floor-
boards will be added after the rails are glued down. I want the
gaps between the floorboards and rails to be gray. The gray color
also makes sense for the pit and the chutes as these will be cov-
ered with coal.

everything square.

Dry-fit the walls and base assembly [23] to make sure everything
is square. Once they are adjusted to fit properly, hold them in
place while the glue dries. I painted the interior of the walls a
sand color to give them a raw wood look.

After the mine track and cork sheet for the base arrived, I placed
it and the head-house on the 1/2” foam and checked elevations.
The headhouse walls are not glued to the base at this point and
the track and center boards are just set in place loose. The eleva-
tions looked good.

I added detail to the interior of the headhouse. The car unloader
is just set in place here. Some minor tweaks with a knife are

needed to get everything to fit perfectly. All in all, it goes together 25. This is the raised base that houses the dumper. The mine
nicely. Weathering will blend the colors. rails go on this piece.
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26. Test-fit the dumper base inside the head house.

Final assembly

Now it’s time to put everything together and work on positioning
the tipple on the layout. I printed out the “final” Xtrackcad track
plan to help with this. The mine car track isn't final but I am get-
ting a feel for where it will go.

I cut the sheet of 1/2” foam to match up against the cork forming
the raised area under the rear of the head house.

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Cut out the foam to form the unloader pit on the elevated side.
Once the cork and foam are glued down, paint these areas black.
Add some coal later. All of this is inside the building so it only be
visible through the windows and mine track doors.

Before getting carried away with the placement of the different
parts, add the legs and bracing to the inclined conveyor, complete
the headhouse, build all the stairs, and add details to the buildings.
Then mark the base to show the position of all of the legs and
landings before starting landscape work.

All the cross braces have holes for NBWs, just like the cross
braces on the main building legs, so another session of gluing

33. The foam and the cork are glued down. The tipple, inclined
conveyor, and headhouse are all placed in position but not glued
together yet. Everything is lining up horizontally and vertically.
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NBW's in place is needed. I was four pieces short of NBWs.
Evidently not enough extras are included to make up for the ones
that squirted out from my tweezers. The braces missing NBWs
will go on the rear where they won't be seen.

The braces for the conveyor legs seem to be too long, so are not
as perfect a fit as the ones on the main buildings. I doubt that
anyone will notice.

Once the leg braces are glued on, test-fit everything one more
time, and check for issues before gluing the cork and foam.

From this point forward, the order of progress will be important.
Remember to paint the mine track before gluing it to the head-
house floor. Do not glue the unloader in place, so you can access
the pit later to add coal, etc. The headhouse roof needs to be
removable to work in there. Go slow, be very careful now, and try
not to mess up and make things more difficult for yourself down
the road.

I am still slowly working on my mine scene. The cork and 1/2”
foam are glued down now. The elevations work out perfectly
with 3/16” cork under the upper level of the headhouse extend-
ing to form a roadbed of sorts for the mine track. I am almost at
a point where I can fix the positions of the buildings and begin
landforming,.

There is still a whole lot of work left to do to get this area of the
layout to look finished but the building of the mine is essentially
complete. Building structures is an area that I feel very comfort-
able with, but I welcome anyone to comment and share their
“tricks” for building these sorts of structures.
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Model railroading has been one of

requirement of protecting lading from theft and from the weather,
including sun, rain, sleet, and snow; a car roof needed to be sturdy
enough to support one or more trainmen as they moved from car

to car setting or releasing mechanical brakes. The roof needed to
provide these functions on an all-wood car that vibrated, twisted,
and flexed as it traversed less-than-perfect track work. It was indeed
a challenge.

The earliest car roofs were constructed of a layer of tongue-
and-groove wood. This proved inadequate as the twisting car
body caused the wood roof to buckle and part. Some success
was achieved with the application of various water-resistant
materials such as treated canvas. The material worked well on
passenger cars but was less successful on freight cars on which
trainmen were required to walk.

Sheets of water-resistant material spread between two layers
of wood [1-2] met with some success but the shifting of the two
wood layers soon rubbed holes in the inner membrane.

Flexible metal roofs

New cars built beginning in the 1880s and 1890s began to receive
metal roofs over wood frames. To accommodate twisting of the
car body, the metal roof panels were not rigidly connected to

one another, but rather overlapped or nested together to allow
some adjustment as the car body shifted and twisted. A variety of
metal-wrapped battens were developed to join the metal panels
and still allow some movement.

In the 1890s, the P.H. Murphy Manufacturing Co. of East St. Louis,
IL developed an inexpensive galvanized metal roof that could
be applied over a deteriorated wood roof [3]. Much of the success
of the Murphy roof related to the special fixtures that held the
metal roof panels in position while still allowing them to move as
the car body shifted and twisted. Murphy made a similar metal
roof under the Excelsior [5] brand name.

By the beginning of the 20th century, there were four general
types of freight car roofs in use. They included:

In each type mentioned, the wood is fitted tongue-and-groove,
and the metal panels are free to move as the car body twists
and flexes.

Wood generally withstood wear from trainmen’s boots better
than thin sheet metal, so what may appear to be a plain wood
roof is often an outer layer of wood over an inner metal roof.

At the turn of the century, dozens of companies were promot-
ing roofs of similar design. Some were sold as kits with all the
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wood and metal fixtures needed to install a new roof on a boxcar.
H.P. Murphy acquired several small companies. One example

is a double-sheathed wood roof sold by the Winslow Car Roof
Co. It was inexpensive but lacked any sort of effective moisture
barrier. P. H. Murphy acquired the company in the late 1880s and
reintroduced the roof as the Improved Winslow Car Roof [5] with
flexible metal panels beneath the wood exterior.

In the early 1900s P. H. Murphy was itself acquired by Standard
Railway Equipment Co. (Stanray) which continued to promote
and sell a variety of metal roofs using the Murphy brand name.
One of the most successful was the American Outside Roof [6].

The design claimed to lower the height of the roof and reduce
overall car weight some 1200 pounds.

Another major manufacturer of freight car roofs was the
Chicago-Cleveland Roofing Company which sold products under
a variety of brand names including Superior and National. In the
teens, the Chicago-Cleveland Co. promoted the Superior Flexible
Outside Metal Roof [7] that used special cast clips to limit the
movement of the metal roof panels. During the same period the
firm introduced the Chicago Flexible Outside Roof Model 20. It
was supported by stamped metal carlines and had thinner bat-
tens than the Superior version [8].

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By 1910 more freight cars were being built with steel under-
frames which greatly reduced twisting and flexing of the car
body. Chicago-Cleveland promoted the Viking rigid metal roof
[9] for steel-framed cars and cataloged it through the 1930s.

Just prior to WWI, the Union Railway Equipment Company got
into the roof business with a flexible metal roof it sold as the
Ureco Type A freight car roof. It can be identified by the series of
small ribs in each metal panel [10].

Certain dry products could sweat and begin to ferment if not
provided with some ventilation. To solve the problem, the
Hutchins Car Roof Company developed a roof that kept rain out
but allowed some ventilation under the eaves where the roofing

sheets were offset from the fascia. The spotting feature of the
early Hutchins dry lading roof is a single small crease in the cen-
ter of each roof panel [11]. Hutchins roofs gained considerable
popularity in the early 1920s. The Murphy model XLA galvanized
roof Stanray introduced in the teens had flat panels and plain
flat seam caps [12]. The straight wood battens were encased with
metal that nested into a fold at the edge of each roof panel. The
XLA was inexpensive, and damaged panels and battens were
relatively easy to replace. On a 40-foot car the XLLA had 12 bat-
tens. A similar appearing Hutchins roof had sixteen seam caps
narrower than the XLA battens.

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Radial roofs

Some railroads favored radial roofs which they considered stron-
ger than traditional peaked roofs. Most peaked roofs consisted

of metal panels or sections that joined under the running board.
Radial roofs were less prone to leak because the curved roof panels
extended the full width of the car without a seam in the middle.

Among the popular radial roofs that can be readily identified

is the Hutchins roof that had three ribs pressed diagonally into
each panel [13]. Chicago-Cleveland’s two most commonly seen
radial roofs were its Chicago “Common Sense” model 100-A [14],
and the Climax roof that had two small ribs in the center of each
panel [15]. In the late 1920s Stanray introduced an all-steel radial
roof under the Murphy brand name [16]. It remained in common
use through WWIL

Money for capital expenditures was scarce during the Depression
years of the 1930s and many railroads elected to repair rather
than replace aging equipment. Master mechanics had a wide
assortment of replacement roofs from which to choose. The
Chicago-Cleveland Co. offered several all-steel roofs including a
flexible National [17] roof aimed primarily at older equipment,
and the Zenith all-steel roof that used no rivets [18]. Both roofs
utilized stamped metal carlines.

Stanray applied the Murphy brand name to several types of roofs.
One of the most readily identified had panels with turned up
edges that were held together with horizontal rivets [19]. A galva-
nized steel roof with welded double panels [20] was introduced
in the late 1920s as a “new and improved” Murphy roof.
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One notable new design that appeared during the Depression
was the wagon-top concept Baltimore & Ohio utilized for
cabooses, covered hoppers and boxcars built in its own shops
[21]. The inverted U shape resulted in a strong car body with a
roof that couldn’t leak.

Post-WWII construction

The building boom after WWII saw the development of several
new roof designs. The Pullman-Standard Car Manufacturing Co.
used both riveted [22] and welded [23] roofs in building their
ubiquitous PS-1 boxcar. The PS-1 roof is easily mistaken for a
Murphy roof, which has slightly wider panels and therefore fewer

panels and seams on a car of the same length. 25. Standard diag-

Stanray’s diagonal panel roof of the 1950s was available in both
welded [25] and riveted [26] versions. They are virtually identical

and difficult to tell apart. All the Stanray panels extended the full
width of the car body. All of them were impressed with a diagonal
pattern except the end panels, which were left flat to facilitate
installation of the latitudinals.

Stanray’s X-panel roof [27] was introduced in the late 1970s.
The X design was well accepted and became a signature
product for Stanray. It is still used in contemporary flat roofs.
Pullman-Standard’s answer to Stanray’s X-panel was the roof
shown in figure 28.

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RUNNING BOARDS, LATITUDINALS, AND BRAKE STEPS

Wood running boards

Until the late 1960s, freight cars were required to have a longi-
tudinal running board on the car roof. The Master Car Builders
Association and later the AAR specified that the width of the

running board be a minimum of 18 inches and a maximum of

20 inches. The running board was required to extend beyond

the end of the car a minimum of 6 inches and not more than 10
inches, from a vertical plane measured from the inside face of the
car’s coupler.

Latitudinal extensions of the running board at the right-hand
corner of the roof must be a minimum of 24 inches wide. A brake
step, if used, must be a minimum of 28 inches long. Although
there were sporadic efforts to produce metal versions of these
components, through the first three decades of the 20th century
the vast majority were made of wood [29].

Metal running boards

Records reveal that one of the earliest uses of metal running
boards was on an all-steel boxcar that Canadian Car & Foundry
built during WWI. It was similar in appearance to Morton's
punched hole design [31].

Safkar: The Safkar brand of steel running boards [30] were
among the first to be available as a standard off-the-shelf
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product. Manufactured by the Irving Iron Works of New York,
Safkar products were first shown in the 1931 edition of the Car
Builders Cyclopedia. The design consisted of formed iron straps
riveted together in a diamond pattern. The riveted assembly
was held in place by an outer frame of heavier steel stock. The

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introduction came during the depth of the Depression and met
with limited success.

Morton: In the late 1930s Morton Manufacturing Co. introduced
a line of metal running boards, latitudinals, and brake steps
using steel safety tread developed earlier by Kass Co. Morton
products are readily identified by the distinctive 1.5-inch holes
stamped in the steel plate [31].

Alan Wood: A Pennsylvania-based company named Alan Wood
Steel introduced metal running boards and brake steps about
1937. The design used a series of slots punched into diamond
safety tread steel plate [33].

Tri-Lok: Apex Railway Products Co. introduced its Tri-Lok
brand products in 1937 [32]. The design consisted of serrated
metal bars held in position by smaller serrated cross bars pressed
into notches during the manufacturing process. Advertising
material for Tri-Lok said that the open design was self-cleaning
and quickly shed water, ice, and snow.

Blaw-Knox: Open grid running boards sold by Blaw-Knox [34]
were similar in appearance to Apex Tri-Lok except that the cross
pieces were made of quarter-inch spiraled rod rather than flat
stock. Blaw-Knox steel latitudinals advertised in 1953 measured
40 by 24 inches.

U.S. Gypsum: About 1940 the United States Gypsum Co. intro-
duced running boards, latitudinals and brake steps made of
lightweight expanded metal [35]. An open diamond pattern was
formed by stamping and stretching 12-gauge steel. USG running
boards and associated components cost about 20 percent less
than comparable items from Tri-Lok, the leading supplier at the
time. Per USG advertising, by 1953 more than 75 railroads were
using USG expanded metal running boards.

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Kerrigan: In 1950 the Kerrigan Iron Works of Nashville, TN,
introduced a line of metal running boards and brake steps. The
Kerrigan design was visually like Blaw-Knox products except that
they used a spi-
ral rod to hold
the serrated
metal strips in
position [36].
The Kerrigan,
Blaw-Knox and
Tri-Lok running
boards were

all composed

of 12 rows of
edge-mounted
serrated steel. It
is difficult to dis-
tinguish among
the three.

Stanray: The Standard Railway Equipment Co. offered a steel 8.0 000
brake step with half-round punctures pressed upward to engage
the soles of a trainman’s boot [37].

Parish: Parish Pressed Steel Co. cataloged a steel brake step
with a series of round holes in the 1940 edition of the Car
Builders Cyclopedia. The edge of the holes was slightly ragged,
creating a non-slip surface on the brake step [38].

Vilco: The Vilco Railway Equipment Co. steel brake step [39] is
similar in appearance to the type sold by Stanray [37].

Metal running boards and latitudinals were required on all
new cars built after 1945. As of 1966, running boards were no
longer required on new cars. In 1974 the ARA issued a directive
to remove all running boards on house cars. As the deadline : :
approached, the effective date of the order was extended to 1979. 39. Vilco steel brake step circa 1939.
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To facilitate loading and unloading, covered hoppers and tank
cars continue to be equipped with walkways.

Modify Accurail offset-side
hopper car loads for new traffic ...

WE RUN ONE “PAIRED INDUSTRY~ ON OUR
CLUB layout - a quarry and rock crusher up in the Oregon
Cascades at Detroit, and a concrete batch plant down in the
Willamette Valley at Brooks.

The trip is barely 60 miles in the real world but our eight-car
shuttle operation moves 560 tons of aggregate every run it
makes. The operation is modeled on the Portland and Western's
“Rock Trains” youtube.com/watch?v=NDQ4msyEWu8 that

run from the Reed pit near Brooks to online customers in the
Hillsboro and Scappoose areas.
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Our club's AM operations schedule includes a run up the hill with
empties from Brooks to Detroit — one that is assigned from the
crew pool and is pretty popular. It involves about 90 real-time
minutes on duty by the time the train runs up the long branch
line to Woodburn Junction, then reverses direction and goes east
on the Columbia Cascade & Western mainline. When the R98
gets to Detroit, it sets out its string of empty rock cars before
continuing up the line to work the Green Veneer mill at Idanha.
Once that is done, it heads back to Detroit to tie up.

The PM crew, called mid-afternoon for R99, goes on duty at
Detroit, picks up loaded aggregate cars and outbound Idanha
traffic, and switches empties into the loading track. It then runs
west to the branch junction, places the outbound Idanha cars for
pickup, and heads down the branch to Brooks with its loads.

Shuffling loaded and empty cars around at Viesko Quality
Concrete at Brooks is handled by a local switch job based

in Woodburn. Viesko also gets sand and cement loads that
come onto the railroad via a Southern Pacific connection at
Woodburn. The usual ratio is three cars of cement, six of sand,
and eight of aggregate.

All of this is a long way of explaining that our club layout (see
the February 2013 MRH for more information, at mrhpub.
com/2013-02-feb/land/#69) needs a fleet of hopper cars and
several loads of aggregate.
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We met the car needs by scouring area hobby shops for Accurail
offset-side triple-dump hoppers. The cars are inexpensive,
nicely detailed, and have clever unbreakable stirrup steps at the
corners. The prototype cars would have been available on the
second-hand market in our late-1970s time frame.

Our search turned up a mix of Milwaukee, Southern Pacific and
Union Pacific cars. These went through the company shops (Rick
Andrews and me) for a quick re-spray and new lettering. The cars’
heritage shows through the economically applied new paint.

The loads are a different matter. We proposed loose loads but the
operating foreman and his minions rejected the idea. We tried
gluing loads of gray ballast on panels of .060” styrene but the dry-
ing white glue made the panels curl up.

Abandoning that idea, we found Accurail #303 coal loads acc-
urail.com/accurail/coalload.htm hanging on a peg at the local
hobby shop. A poly bag of 12 has an MSRP of $14.98 and the shop
gives a discount to clubs. Steel ball bearings snap into pockets on
the underside of the load, and the loads can be removed using a
magnet. The molded plastic loads come in several sizes to fit the
Accurail range of open hoppers.

The raw material costs less than a dollar a load. There are eight
cars in each shuttle train, with one set being loaded at Detroit,
one being unloaded at Brooks, and another in transit either up or
down the hill. The CCW has a couple of spare cars to cover main-
tenance and repair down time.

Here's how we change a load of plastic coal to look like aggregate.

See the following pictures ...
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1. The CCW acquired its 26 rock cars on the secondhand mar-
ket. Some cars got a light spray job with Krylon #1317 ruddy
brown primer, and some are Southern Pacific freight car
brown. The yellow lines indicate the maximum fill level for
crushed rock and gravel. The models are Accurail 7500-series
three-bay 70-ton offset hoppers, with Kadee #5 couplers and
InterMountain 33-inch wheelsets.

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2. The stock plastic Accurail coal load fills the full length and
width of the car, with its top rising above the top chord of the
hopper car.

4. The loads must be trimmed to sit lower in the car. Locate
the side brace positions and cut 1/8” deep slots into the side
of the load. The slots will allow the dropped load to clear

the car’s internal bracing. Use a razor saw or cutting disc to
reduce the depth of the loads sides to eliminate interference.
Cut just below the top of the flat edge. Clean up the edge
with sandpaper or a flat file.

3. Rock is more dense than coal, so a smaller volume makes up =
a full load in a 70-ton car, and tops out several feet below the Click here for
top chord. Cars assigned to aggregate loading are marked with \Q reader comments

a lettered notice or a 4-foot-long yellow line.
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5. Here is how the four clearance slots look from above. The
load sits well down in the car and the slots are almost invisible.
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6. To make the load sit naturally in the car at the load line, taper
the ends to match the angle of the slope sheets. A cutting tool
with a disc, medium grit sandpaper, or a small belt sander will
work. The precise modeler with a lot of loads to modify could
build a jig and use a saw to cut or grind the angle.

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7. Create the first load through trial and error. Sand or grind
away the plastic a little bit at a time, and test-fit it in a hop-
per car. Sand the sides lightly so the magnetic load will be
easy to drop in and remove. The modified load at the bottom
is dry-brushed to look like crushed granite. It looks OK from
a distance, far better than an empty car. But crushed rock for
concrete has smaller particles than the plastic coal load. More
on that later.

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8. When the test load fits correctly and is easy to add and
remove, trace a pattern on heavy paper to show the cor-

rect modified length. Because the load sits so deep in the car,
matching the exact slope sheet angle isn't critical, but the
curved ends should rest on the slope sheet. The end-to-end
length of the car’s interior is 40 feet, shown by the rectangular
lines. The curved lines show the trimmed load, and the hash
marks on the side are the positions of the internal braces.

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Material from toys and
lampshades solves a tough
lighting problem ...

RAILROAD MODELING IS A FASCINATING HOBBY.
It does not provide us with financial gains, but with pleasure, relax-
ation and new friends. Those who like modeling railroads often face
limitations in attempting to reproduce certain real characteristics.
Lighting locomotives, freight cars and structures can be very dif-
ficult. The smaller the modeling scale, the tougher the job.
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With the advent of light-emitting diodes (LEDs), and now
microLEDs, the hobby has experienced a major breakthrough
in lighting. The drastic reduction in the size of the light sources
gives modelers greater opportunities for realism.

LEDs are available in the market in sizes ranging from 2.5 mm to
16.8 mm, but those which interest us are the smallest, now at 2.5
mm. These tiny lights haven't completely solved the problem. Some
lamps that are very small in the real world, when reduced to the
working scale, need to have diameters of tenths of a millimeter. This
is most evident to modelers who work with N or Z scale.

Our project involves an HO GE 5200 electric model locomotive by
Frateschi. The major challenge is representing the two red rear
signal lights. These lights, in HO scale, should be between 3 and 4
tenths of a millimeter. The lamps are positioned half a centimeter
below the windows of the engineer’s cabins and light up in red to
indicate the rear of the locomotive.

1. (Lead photo) Optical fiber can be found in some decora-
tive items and toys, like these fibers, that can be purchased in
stores or on the internet.
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2. So far, lighting descriptions by other modelers have usually
referred only to the lights that illuminate the front of the loco-
motive. Modelers use white or yellow microLEDs for these but
have ignored these small rear red lamps, for understandable
reasons. The technique presented here uses optic fibers and
considerably expands the arsenal of tactics for modelers, as it
dramatically reduces the size of the light source.

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3.1n 1870, the English phuysicist John Tyndall demonstrated
the principle of guiding of light by means of a simple experi-
ment. Using a leaky container with water, a bucket and a light
source, Tyndall observed that the beam was illuminated
through the hole in the container.
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4. The optical fiber is glass or plastic polymer. Optical fibers
have a transparent core surrounded by cladding with a lower
refraction index. Light is contained in the core by the phenom-
enon of total internal reflection.

5. Start by disassembling the locomotive or rail car according
to the manufacturer’s instructions.

The system can be tested by turning the LED on and check-
ing the tiny red lamp that will glow at the tip.

10. To install the optical fiber, we must make a hole in the cab
metal weights. Mark the center of the hole location with a

very fine pointer. My optical fiber is four-tenths of a millime-
ter. That converts to .016 inches, requiring a #78 drill. To keep
from breaking these tiny bits, hold the part steady in a vise or
clamp. Drill slowly and with very light pressure. Let the bit do
the cutting. Clean any stray bits of plastic or metal so the op-
tic fiber can slide smoothly into the hole. It may help to cham-
fer the hole in the inside with a sharp knife tip or a larger drill.

9. The next step is to block the red light that will propagate

from the source LED and make the driver’s cabin light up

It was
Get this deal now » ] started when its founder, Dunstan Fandel, needed some mod-

ern skeleton log cars, and could not find any manufactured in
HO scale.
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He designed the cars with CAD software and had them printed by
Shapeways — which resulted in each car costing around $80, far
too expensive for a fleet of them. So he used his 3D printed models
as masters and learned how to cast models in resin using silicon
molds. The results were good enough that his friends encouraged
him to turn them into kits for others to build as well.

Currently, Firecat Designs offers three different 100-ton log car kits.
Each consists of cast resin parts, brass bar stock, and high resolution
3D printed detail parts. Decals are included, but trucks and couplers
are not. Kadee #513 100-Ton Roller Bearing Trucks are recom-
mended, and add some needed weight to the model. My models
weigh between 1.7 oz and 1.9 oz, depending on the model and the
trucks. At 9.625 inches, NMRA RP 20.1 states that the car should
weigh about 5.5 0z. Adding the load of logs in the photograph brings
it up to 3.8 oz. Firecat Designs recommends the Kadee #148 whisker
coupler, which will need to be assembled in its own draft gear box
and then glued or otherwise secured to the model.
